BIOGRAPHICAL NOTE 

 

 Charles A. Kelley was born in Millbrook, Ne w York on June 2, 1902.  Prior to attending 

the Univers ity of  Pennsylvania, Kelly worked  f or the New York State Police until be ing 

discharged in April 1921 at his request, and as a telegraph operator for Western Union.  Between 

1923 and 1924 he attended the University of Pennsylvania to study architecture.  During his time 

at the Univ ersity, Kelly was a mem ber of the Acacia Fratern ity, an d editor in chief of the 

chapter’s newspaper – the Franklin News.  Kelly  left the University of Pennsylvania in 1924 

without receiving a degree.  In 1925 he began his career in design-drafting working for several 

architectural offices from New York to Washington, D.C.  In 1938 he started to design prisons as 
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an assistant architect with Prison Industries, Inc. , eventually working for the Federal Bureau of 

Prisons.  Three months after Kelly retired as senior architect for the Federal Bureau of Prisons he 

died in June 1961 in Petersburg Virginia.  He  was on his way to Ft . Pierce, Florida from 

Philadelphia when he died. 

 

 

SCOPE AND CONTENT 

 

 The scrapbook contains inform al photogra phs taken by Kelley during his tim e at the 

University of Pennsylvania, as  well as  ticket  stubs to cam pus sporting events, and theater 

productions, sports schedules, an d newspaper clippings.  The m ajority of the im ages are 

identified, though in most cases th e writing has faded.
